Ms. Kate Breece, the Public In-
formation Officer for the Helix
Water District, made a presenta-
tion regarding
Monte Valley Mining, Reclama-
tion, and Groundwater Recharge
Project.

This project will recharge the El
Monte Valley with highly purified
recycled water and will produce
five million gallons of drought-
proof water per day which is
about 15% of t h
water demand.

The project will raise the water
table in the Valley to allow for
restoration of the riverbed with
native plants and create a public
recreation area.

Sand mining will re-contour the
riverbed for the restoration pro-

restoration.

The project will use recycled wa-
ter from P%dre Dam Water Dis-
t h o I et ri rt AQg

trict that will go through advanced
water purification including micro-
filtration and 100% reverse oOs-
mosis, followed by ultraviolet light
and hydrogen peroxide disinfec-
tion. The water will be pumped
into recharge basins where it will
seep into the groundwater basin

o

water. It will stay for six months,
be pumped from wells, and sent
to the R.M. Levy Treatment
Plant where it will be treated
again.

A similar but much larger project
has been successfully operating
in Orange County since January
of 2008.

The District must go through the
environmental review process
during which time there will be
uBlic involvement and input.
